Read the following conditions carefully as there are changes from previous year

CONDITIONS

TO ENTER ANY SHOW HUNTER CLASS AT HORSE OF THE YEAR ALL HORSES OR PONIES 
MUST HAVE GAINED 20 POINTS DURING THE CURRENT SEASON PRIOR TO THE 
COMMENCEMENT OF THE SHOW.  

Entry to Series Equitation classes requires either 20 qualification points or to be placed within the first 20 
places on the Series Leaderboard.

The following will apply for ALL Pony Show Hunter classes
Category A – ponies 133cm & under, 70cm max fence height, 3.05m stride
Category B – ponies over 133cm & inc 143cm, 80cm max fence height, 3.20m stride
Category C – ponies over 143cm and up to 148cm, 90cm max fence height, 3.35m stride

Ponies can only enter the Category appropriate to their height.

There will be NO Practice Rounds on any day.

Non-Championship classes may be split if sufficient entries are received.

Riders must notify gate stewards of possible conflicts with other rings prior to the start of the class that may be 
affected.

You may only enter one Equitation class.  As this is a rider class you will only be able to enter one mount.

Show Hunter of the Year & NZ High Points Series Classes

• There will be a call-back for all Show Hunter of the Year classes.

• Presentations for all classes will take place in the SH presentation area. If the timetable allows winners 
may parade in the premier ring. 

• NZ High Points Series classes will be run separately from Title Classes.  

• No double points will be awarded for Series classes or Title classes. 

Late Entries/Changes

• Entries close on (put date here)
• All entries/changes after this date will be considered late and will be subject to a 50% penalty.  
• The final date for late entries is: 5pm 10 March
• The only people who will be able to do further late entries after 10 March will be those who qualify with 

the required 20 points over the weekend of 13 & 14 March; those entries will need to be received by 5pm 
Monday 15 March.  



• Be aware that absolutely no new late entries will be accepted after this date.
• Changes & substitutions to existing Show Hunter entries will be permitted at the show but must be 

received no later than 5pm the day before the event is due to start.  These changes must be presented to the 
main HOY office.
